




Tabaka - Kenya

Kisii, Kenya is an area known for 
extreme poverty.  Tabaka was estab-
lished to eradicate suffering in this 
area and provide an opportunity 
for a better quality of life. They 
believe in community development, 
empowering the artisans by provid-
ing fair wages for its members, and 
the ability to market their products 
outside of Kenya. 

Third World Craft - Nepal

Third World Craft is a non-profit, 
fair trade organization dedicated 
to helping empower artisans and 
disadvantaged women by finding 
markets for their products and 
teaching them modern technolo-
gies. Third World Craft teaches 
women how to make crafts so that 
they can provide for themselves 
and their families.   

Threads of Yunnan -China

Threads of Yunnan was 
started in 1999 to raise the 
standard of living among the 
people in the Yunnan Prov-
ince through rural economic 
development. They seek to give 
countryside women, living in 
the rural villages, the op-
portunity to have jobs and 

provide for their families.  They also have com-
munity projects, chosen by the women, to benefit 
their community. 

Upavim - Guatamala

Upavim works in the barrios 
surrounding Guatemala City, 
Guatemala.  These areas are 
known for drugs, violence, 
split families, and poverty. 
Women in these areas are of-
ten the sole provider for their 

family.  Through Upavim, they 
make crafts from home or use the Upavim day 
care, and receive a fair wage.   Because of Upavim, 
the whole community is a more stable place and 
becoming a better place for children to grow up. 

Diane’s Paperworks - -India

In 1998 Diane’s Paperworks was 
established to support the already 
gifted, but struggling communi-
ties of India.  Men and women 
make exquisite paper products and 
jewelry tailored to today’s mar-
ket.  Through Diane’s Paperworks 
families have a better quality of 
life 100% of the profits go back 
into the community, resulting in 

community development such as clean water or 
medical care. 

Wrapped in Love - China

Wrapped in Love began in respond 
to the growing number of families 
affected by HIV/AIDS in the Yunnan 

Province, China.  Drugs and prostitution, although 
illegal, are the largest factors in spreading HIV/AIDS.  
Wrapped in Love trains women who have HIV/AIDS or 
who’s family members have HIV/AIDS to make scarves. 
They also offer women in prostitution a different life.  
Women can work from home making scarves. This al-
lows them to take care of their family and to protect 
themselves if they have HIV/AIDS.  Each week, the wom-
en are taught knitting skills, how to read and write, 
they can make new friends, and they receive new hope 
for their future.  

MaasaiArt - Kenay

MaasaiArt helps the women of the 
Maasai community by providing 
an outlet for their beautiful and 
colorful bead work.  The women 
make jewelry and help to provide 
for their family.  Poverty and HIV/
AIDS has crept into the maasai 

community and many are feeling the effects.  
Women participating in MaasaiArt receive food 
supplements, education and hygiene training, 
and emotional and spiritual encouragement. 
This group brings hope to the Maasai and gives 
their children a chance for a good future.
